Recharging is achieved by
inserting the Ni-MH battery
pack into the Scott Eagle X
desktop charging cradle.

An optional Truck Charging
System (TCS), which securely
holds the entire camera
assembly and recharges the
battery pack whilst still in the
camera’s handle, is also
available. Both recharging
units will fully charge the
battery pack in about two
hours.

The TCS can be mounted
vertically or horizontally on a
flat surface in a vehicle or on
a wall. The mounted assembly
has been tested to ensure it is
capable of securely retaining

a mounted camera when

sustaining impacts with forces
up to 9-G’s (NFPA 1901).
